b. Annual Audit:  The Annual Audit had been completed by Mr Brian Cairns and everything was found to be satisfactory.
c. VAT reclaim:  The clerk had applied for a reimbursement of £78.90 for the year 2018-19
d. Ludlow Visitors Information Centre: Council discussed a request for funding from Ludlow Assembly Rooms for the new Visitor Information Centre.  The Council decided it was not able to support this request.
7. Reports From Representatives:
a. Shropshire Council Cllr Motley reported a hiatus whilst waiting for the results of the Conservative Party Leader election. An interim report on the Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty concludes that more funding is needed to be able to work more effectively. The AONB presently received £100,000 per annum. The House of Lords Select Committee on the Rural Economy has called on the Government to develop a rural strategy and help realise the potential of rural economies.
b. South Shropshire Area Committee: Cllr Gatehouse and the Clerk attended the meeting on 30th May.  Shropshire Cllr Davenport spoke about a new reporting system for Highways.  The next meeting is on the 5/9/19
c. Louisa Powell Almshouses: Cllr Williams attended a meeting on the 3rd July. Doors are being replaced and roof spaces are being compartmentalised.
d. Footpath Warden:  John Grant sent a report to the Clerk stating that those paths he had walked were in good order. He reported a lack of waymark posts and discs in the area around Langley Farm.
8. Planning Applications and Associated Matters:
a. 18/02529/FUL Upper House Farm, Hopton Cangeford Erection of three dwellings in a courtyard arrangement with access drive and parking – Awaiting Decision.
b. 19/01317/FUL Titterhill Haytons Bent Ludlow Shropshire SY8 2AY.  Erection of dwelling and detached double garage following demolition of all buildings; formation of new vehicular access with visibility splay; to include removal of trees- Awaiting Decision
