	3. Previous Minutes:
	Minutes of the Annual Meeting and Ordinary Meetings on 18th May 2017 were agreed. Proposed by Cllr Finch, seconded by Cllr R Gatehouse.
	

	4. Matters Arising:

	a) Highways:  i) Dead-End sign on Thriftwicket Lane – based on information from residents the councillors asked the clerk to clarify the most appropriate signage with Highways.
b) Minor Highways Grant – The contract for Lengthsman until March 2018 has been granted to Lydehole Farm (Mike Brooks) who started on 7th July 2017.   It is not clear if funding will be available 2018-19.
c) Community: i) Defibrillators – will be installed at Unit 6 at Church Farm Units.  The third will be installed in the telephone box at the top of The Hope. ii) Broadband – further funding has been given to Openreach to increase availability in rural areas.  SWS have made Broadband available to most of the parish.  It was decided to close this issue.
d) Transparency:  The council has received funding of £346.47 for the website for 2017-18.  It is not clear if funding will be available 2018-19.
e) Parish Plan: - Cllr Finch presented a draft of the plan and after discussions it was decided it would be finalised at the next meeting.  The clerk was asked to email the Parish Plan committee to re-establish their commitment to future meetings.
f) Public Phone Boxes:  The telephone at the top of The Hope has now been adopted for £1.  Downton Hall will repair and re-decorate it and a Defibrillator will be installed.  Graham Spiers will be asked to produce some signs for the box.
g) CIL Funding:  The Village Hall Committee will apply for planning permission which will include a Broadband Dish.  It may consider installing a telephone using this service.  At present there are no costs for the Parish Council in this project.

	a) Shropshire Council: Cllr Motley thanked everyone for voting in the May election. The leadership and cabinet of the council have been replaced en masse. Cllr Peter Nutting and the new cabinet are mostly from the North of the County.  Cllr Motley is now chair of the Environment and Services Scrutiny Committee.  Since the election the Local Government Finance Bill and the Devolved Authorities plans have been shelved.  Fair funding for Rural Services will report in the Autumn.
