	3. Previous Minutes:
	Minutes of the Ordinary Meetings on 20th July 2017 were agreed and proposed by Cllr Williams, seconded by Cllr. Whittaker.  An amendment to 3a on the minutes of the Extraordinary Meeting on the 7th September 2017 was agreed ‘There was a consensus of support for the application’, otherwise agreed, proposed by Cllr Finch, seconded by Cllr Whittaker.
	

	4. Matters Arising:

	a) Highways:  i) Dead-End sign on Thriftwicket Lane – Highways had made a site visit and were suggesting a ‘No Through Road’ sign would be the most appropriate signage. The councillors asked for the status of the road to be confirmed by Highways, as it may not be, technically, a No Through Road. As there was not a consensus of support for a sign from the residents of the Lane it was agreed that the Clerk would ask Highways not to erect a sign but to provide aggregate, so a turning area could be made for large vehicles.  Cllr Motley has already requested a smaller bin lorry be used for the lane.  A councillor reported that grass cuttings have been tipped in the lane, it was agreed this was fly-tipping and would be reported if it was repeated.
b) Minor Highways Grant – The monthly report from the Lengthsman was circulated and well received by the councillors. The clerk to request that the areas around salt bins be trimmed.
c) Community: It was agreed that First Aid Training for Children should be arranged using the funds held by the council for First Aid in the Community.  
d) Parish Plan: - All agreed to adopt the Parish Plan, Cllr Finch proposed and Cllr Whittaker seconded. The clerk was asked to put an item in Ripples in February asking for people interested in the Parish Plan Committee as a Design Statement and a review of the plan will be needed.  The parish council will review the plan annually at the Annual Parish Council meeting.  The clerk will upload the plan onto the Parish website.
e) Public Phone Boxes:  The clerk has purchased defibrillator signs for the telephone box at the top of the Hope. The council would like to formally thank Downton Hall for painting the telephone box.   A request for the council to adopt the phone box at Vernolds Common has been made by a parishioner.  After discussion the council were not happy to adopt due to the poor condition of the phone box and asked the clerk to contact the parishioner suggesting they ask BT to repair the box.
f) Village Hall Broadband: Cllr Finch is working on a planning application.
g) Roadside Hedges: At the request of a parishioner the clerk asked Mr L Brown to trim roadside hedges on his land near Witchcott to improve visibility.  The clerk had clarified with Highways that where road safety was an issue so long as the hedges were checked for nesting birds that they can be trimmed.
